This approach also applies to choosing color palettes you love for your quilt
projects. | don't believe there is a magic formula: color choices are personal, and
a good personal color sense is developed through a daily practice of observing
what we do and don't like. When you notice a beautiful flower or work of art, take
time to study the various colors and identify the feelings that are inspired inside
of you. Try to incorporate these observations info your fabric choices to create a
stronger piece.

This book includes 28 projects featuring traditional quilting motifs, such as
squares, log cabins, hexagons, diamonds, spools, and more! Each mofif is
accompanied by a step-by-step guide full of informative photos and useful tips.
There's also a basic Japanese quilting section full of information on techniques
such as fussy cutting, hand piecing, and hand quilting.

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TOOLS & MATERIALS

Selecting the proper tools is one of the most important parts of the quilting process and will help
achieve neater finished projects. The following guide lists my favorite basic quilting supplies.

Graph paper: Use to make templates. Look for a heavy-
weight paper with 4 in (5 mm) squares.

Clear plastic sheeting: Use fo make durable, reusable
templates, especially for fussy cutting fabrics.

Pencil: Use to make templates and to mark fabric. Keep your
pencil sharp—use a sharpener or have refill lead on hand.

Utility knife: Use fo cut templates out of clear plastic
sheeting.

Cutting mat: Use a self-healing cutting mat for cutting out
templates and fabric.

Rulers: Use to measure and mark templates and fabric.
A12in (30 cm) ruler works well for small pieces, while a
20 in (50 cm) ruler is useful for large pieces.

Needles: Use the appropriately-sized needle for each job.

a. Piecing needle: Use a medium-sized needle when
hand piecing patchwork fabric.

b. Quilting needle: Use a short, narrow needle to make
tiny, accurate stitches.

c. Basting needle: Use a long, thick needle to travel
through the layers of the quilt sandwich.

Pins: Use to hold fabric pieces together while stitching.

Thread: Use 50-weight thread for hand piecing and
28-weight thread for hand quilting. You can use a neutral
color for hand piecing, but make sure to match your thread
color and fabric color for hand quilting and appliqué. For
basting, use a lightweight thread that breaks easily for
removal. You may want to use a contrasting color fo your
fabric so it's easy to see for removal purposes.

Thimble: Use to protect your fingers during hand piecing
and quilting. Wear a leather thimble on the middle finger of
our dominant hand to push the needle through the fabric
and a metal thimble on the index finger of your other hand
fo receive the needle.

Hoop: When working on quilts larger than 40 in (1 m), use a
hoop to hand quilt individual areas at a time.

Weights: Use weights when quilting smaller works and to
hold your quilts in place during the basting process.

Scissors: Never cut paper with your fabric scissors.
a. Thread snips: Use to cut threads.

b. Small scissors: Use fo cut small pieces and fo trim
seam allowances.

c. Fabric shears: Use to cut fabric.

Design boards: Use design boards or a design wall to lay
your pieces out before assembling your quilt. You can buy
ready-made ones or create your own using quilt batting—
your fabric pieces will cling to the quilt batting.

Fabric marker: Use a chalk pen or erasable marker to mark
your fabric.

Glue pen: Use to hold seam allowances in place during
English paper piecing and appliqué. Glue pens designed
especially for use with fabric make the process neat and
tidy.

Tweezer: Use bent tip tweezers to manipulate tricky areas
of appliqué designs and to remove papers during English
paper piecing.

BASIC JAPANESE QUILTING TECHNIQUES

Japanese quilting celebrates the art of making an object by hand and utilizes many traditional quilting techniques. The fol-
lowing guide presents some unique Japanese quilting fips and fricks that you may find helpful and interesting, even if you're
a veteran quilter.

CUTTING YOUR FABRIC

You'll find specific cutting instructions for each project in this book. Sometimes, you'll be required to measure out and cut
your fabric pieces. Seam allowance is always included when cutting dimensions are provided. Other times, you'll be provid-
ed with femplates to trace. In true Japanese quilting style, seam allowance is not included in the templates. After tracing the
template, you'll need to measure and mark the required seam allowance before cutting out the fabric. The following guide
illustrates this process:

PREPARING TO QUILT

Once your quilt top is complete, you'll need to take a few steps to prepare it for the quilting process. You may be eager
to get started quilting, but don't skip these steps! Taking the time to carefully mark your quilting lines and then baste the
layers of the quilt together will ensure a beautifully finished quilt.

Marking Quilting Lines

Before you assemble your quilt sandwich, you'll want to mark quilting lines on your quilt fop. Marking the quilt top now will
allow you to draw smooth, accurate lines without the interference of batting or basting threads. The following guide shows
how to mark quilting lines by using paper templates and by measuring them out with a ruler.

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Basting

Although temporary in nature, basting is one of the most important steps in the quilt making process. Basting holds all the
layers together while you quilt and ensures a smooth finish free of wrinkles or lumps. This traditional thread basting method is
especially important if you'll be hand quilting—basting stitches allow the quilt fo sit nicely in a hoop, unlike bulky safety pins
used in pin basting methods. The following guide outlines the basting process from start to finish:

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HAND QUILTING

The majority of the projects in this book were hand quilted. Hand quilting is very popular in Japan because it often
allows for more complex motifs. The following guide illustrates the hand quilting process step-by-step.

How to Start: Pull the thread taut to
bring the knot through the quilt top
and hide it inside the batting.
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How to Finish: Make one backstitch,
then make a knot. Pull the thread
taut, then trim to hide the knot
inside the quilt batting.
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It can be difficult to quilt
areas where seams intersect
since there are several layers
of fabric. To quilt these areas,
work slowly and make one
quilting stitch at a time using
an up and down motion.

Many of the designs in this book call for
"stitching in the ditch." To stitch in the ditch,
quilt as close to the seam as possible,
making sure to quilt the side without the
seam allowance.



BINDING A QUILT

In Japan, quilts are often finished with single-fold bias binding. The following guide shows how to cut bias strips, sew them
together info a binding, then attach the binding to the quilt.

1. Cut a rectangular piece of fabric
to use for the bias strips. You'll need
about V2 yd (0.5 m) for small projects
and 1yd (1 m) for larger quilts. Fold
as shown fo create a 45° angle, then
crease.

4. Mark as many strips as necessary for
the binding. Cut along the diagonal
lines to make strips.

7. Before attaching the binding to
the quilt, trim the excess batting and
backing to match the quilt fop. This
should include Y in (7 mm) seam
allowance for attaching the binding.

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SQUARE TECHNIQUES

Squares are the foundation of patchwork quilting and make an excellent starting point for beginners. Refer to the Basic
Japanese Quilting Techniques on page 40 for tips on how to cut and hand piece squares. The following guide includes

a few helpful tips specific to square-themed projects.

HOW TO PIN SQUARE PIECES

It's important to accurately pin square pieces in order to ensure that the seams align once the pieces are sewn together.
The following photos illustrate how to match seams and use pins to hold everything in place while sewing.

Pinning Pieces Together

HOW TO PRESS THE SEAM ALLOWANCES OF SQUARE PIECES

After square pieces have been sewn together, it's important to press the seam allowances in the proper direction so that the
quilt top will lie flat once it's assembled. If seam allowances aren't pressed in the correct direction, it may result in a lumpy
quilt top. For rows of square patchwork, press seam allowances in one direction for odd rows and the opposite direction for
even rows. Positioning the seams so they face away from each other will reduce bulk once the rows are sewn together.

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HOW TO MAKE A MITERED BORDER

Mitered borders neatly frame a quilt fop and create a clean, sharp finish. The following guide illustrates
how fo sew a mitered border onto your quilt top.

1. Fold both the quilt fop and borders in half, then mark the centers. With right sides fogether, pin the

borders to the quilt fop, aligning the centers.

2. Sew each border to the quilt fop, starting and stopping at the marked finishing line (this would be
Y in [7 mm] from the edge of a frimmed quilt top). Make sure to backstitch at the beginning and end.

3. With right sides together, fold the quilt top in half diagonally to form a triangle. Align two adjacent
borders. Position a ruler along the folded edge of the quilt fop, extending at a 45° angle across the
border. Mark the line on the border, then pin the two borders together.

4. Sew the miter, starting from the end of the border seam from step 2 and continuing along the

marked line from step 3. Make sure the to backstitch at the beginning and end.

5. Trim the excess border fabric, leaving % in (7 mm) seam allowance. Press the seam.

6. Repeat steps 3-5 to miter the other borders.

LOG CABIN TECHNIQUES

A log cabin block is made by sewing rectangular strips around a center piece of fabric. There are many different techniques
for piecing log cabin blocks.

BRODERIE PERSE TECHNIQUES

Broderie perse allows you fo create your own fabrics by fussy cutting specific motifs and appliqueing them fo another
piece of fabric. The following guide explains how to select fabrics for broderie perse, how to fussy cut motifs, and how to
appliqué them to a background fabric.

A Note on Selecting Fabric

When selecting fabric for broderie perse, look for
motifs with clearly outlined shapes that can be fussy
cut easily. When collecting fabric for your stash, re-
member to incorporate prints of various sizes.
